Lisete da Silva studied under Peter Holtslag and Anneke 

Boeke at the Royal Academy of Music, where she won 

numerous prizes for her solo performances and chamber music.  

Having participated in masterclasses with some of the most 

renowned figures in Early Music, she then studied Baroque flute 

with Lisa Beznosiuk and Rachel Brown.  In the early 1990s, 

Lisete was a founder member of the prize-winning recorder 

ensemble Trio Tagarela, with whom she performed extensively 

throughout the UK and abroad.  Today she continues to enjoy a 

busy performance schedule with Concertante of London, Spirituso 

and Mercurius Company as well as solo recitals demonstrating 

the great variety of repertoire for flute and recorder. 

 

Oliver Smith is an experienced recorder player and teacher. 

He studied music and the recorder at the University of Wales, 

Bangor and Trinity College of Music, London. As well as 

recorder teaching, he is also a Special Educational Needs 

Teacher at St. Benedict's School, Ealing. As a recorderist Oliver 

performs all over the UK as a soloist and with groups including 

the recorder ensemble Mean Time.

Players will be 

matched with others of a similar playing standard to form a number 

of varied ensembles.  Each session comprises 30 minutes rehearsal 

and 30 minutes coaching by Conservatoire tutors.  One session 

each term will not be coached, but will be an opportunity for 

independent rehearsal.  Each ensemble will have the opportunity to 

perform at either the adult student concert StudioSounds on Friday 

21 November or the informal Music Club on Monday 1 December.

Arabesque Adult Recorder Ensemble* 

 

Arabesque is a recorder ensemble for adults.  Members vary in 

their level of experience and ability.  Everybody is catered for, 

though reasonable fluency on one of the recorders is necessary.  

Emphasis is on working with other people, and experiencing music 

of different styles and periods – from Byrd to Gershwin, as well as 

all styles in between. Improvement on all aspects of ensemble 

playing is the focus; for example tuning, phrasing, leading the 

ensemble, etc. Arabesque performs regularly in concerts and all the 

instruments of the recorder family are used in the group.  

Ensemble members are also encouraged to play a great bass 

recorder which was made especially for the Conservatoire.
