Blackheath Baroque Ensemble (16+yrs)

Our Barogue ensembles are an exceptional training ground for music from the Middle

Ages to early 19th century. Players of recorders, flutes, oboes, strings, piano/harpsichord,
viola da gamba, theorbo, lute and archlute are welcome to join our thriving community of
instrumentalists who share a love for making Early Music. The Conservatoire also has its own
harpsichord, a French-style five-octave single manual.
